An abstract of 150 words or less, Times New Roman, size 12, justified and 1.5 line spacing.
Keywords: 3 to 5 keywords.
Résumé :

Mots clés : 3 à 5 mots-clés.

Introduction:
Presents the background/state of the art, the research question, the objectives of the study and the methods deployed, as well as the outline of the article. 

Development:
The text should be in Times New Roman, size 12, line spacing 1.5, with a first line indentation of 1.25 cm (no tabs), size 21 cm × 29.7 cm (A4); margins of 2.5 cm (top, bottom, left, right). 

The text must be structured and must include an introduction, subsections introduced by sub-headings (at least two sub-headings are required to constitute a section), a conclusion, etc.

The article must be organized in several sections and state the methodology and sources used. Do not exceed 4 levels of titles. 
NB: List of illustrations 
The illustrations are to be distinguished according to two types: 

- Figures: including maps, diagrams, graphs and photographs, referred to in the text in brackets: (fig. 1), (fig. 2), etc. 

- Tables: referred to in the text in parentheses as (table 1). 

Conclusion:
Generally, includes a summary of the major conclusions of the study and an opening that broadens the subject to other unaddressed issues. 
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
